Archiving properties for each formand report are maintained centrally in
the "8.0 zMg ArcProps” rule-set. This nodel is used to facilitate nass
re-indexi ng processes. By centralizing archive properties by formor report
type in a single rule-set, a mass re-indexing rule-set will be able to
access property assignnents for nultiple doc types in the sanme place that
the new property assignnments are coded for print jobs.

For OSAS, because of nultiple formtype selections, a mass re-indexing job
woul d need to account for the proper formtype when using this nodel.
